About Blogging!

We are going to do some of our class discussion online, using a kind of webpage called a “blog.” 

A blog is a bit like a journal. People keep their own individual blogs to talk about their lives, to report the news, to share their interest and information about different topics. In a group blog, people share their thoughts and ideas about a topic. That’s what we’re going to do.

When you write on the blog, you are in a public space. It’s just like talking out loud in the classroom. So, you should talk/write in the same way that’s appropriate to talk in the classroom. This means:

· using only kind and supportive words to respond to what someone else is saying

· using appropriate language (no swearing)

You are responsible for your behaviour on the class blog. Do not give out your password to anyone. If you show that you are not ready to behave in a mature and responsible way on the blog, you will be blocked from it, and you will have to complete your work another way, until you learn how to participate.

If you’re about to post something and you’re not sure whether or not it’s acceptable, you can always e-mail it to me first to check.

Schedules and Access:

You will always have at least two days to do your blogging work, and I will usually mark them once a week. So if you lag behind, you will often have the weekend to catch up. If you do not have regular internet access at home, you can either stay after-school or do it at lunch.
